If using with
a backboard that is narrower than the pad channel, make sure the pad is
placed so it is flush with the face of the backboard.

@ You may find it is necessary to trim the pad length and/or cut the pad to
clear items that may interfere with installation of the pad. Carefully mark
the pad where at the center line on the backboard to determine the
required length. Other obstructions that may result in the need to cut the
pad can be goal mounting plates, height adjuster bottom plates, etc. If trim-
